ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING 2009
Minutes of the Union’s Annual General Meeting held in the Newforge County Club, Belfast on 20 October 2009 at 7.30pm.
1.  Apologies

An apology was received from the Union Chairman, W McKinty.  The General Secretary read a letter from the Chairman in which he offered his thoughts on the past year and expressed his thanks to various people.

2. Minutes of Previous AGM

The minutes of the 2008 Annual General Meeting were agreed as a correct record on the proposal of R Bell, seconded by A Linehan.

3. Adoption of Annual Report and Statement of Accounts

The General Secretary spoke on the Annual Report.

He advised that A Campbell’s name had been omitted from the list of attendees at meetings of the Management Board.  His attendance record had been 7 meetings out of a possible 7.

He advised that the league table for Division 2 Section 2 had now been revised but that promotion and relegation were not affected.

D Johnston presented the Statement of Accounts.  She was pleased to report a healthy surplus thanks to increased support from the Ulster Bank.

The Hon Treasurer also referred to the increased grant – aid for youth cricket from the Lords Taveners but that it was unlikely this support would continue in the current year.
The Hon Treasurer advised that it was not the intention of the Union to accumulate large surpluses but rather to use income to support the development of cricket.

The President  I Gourley thanked the Hon Treasurer for all her work on the Unions finances.

The Annual Report and Statement of Accounts were adopted on the proposal of N Hunter, seconded by D McDonald.

7.  Election of Honorary Life Member
I Gourley had been nominated by the Management Board for Honorary Life Membership in accordance with General Rule 13 (d).

R Johnson spoke on I Gourley’s contribution to cricket at club, Union and the Irish Cricket Union.

The granting of Honorary Life Membership was passed by acclamation.

8.  Election of Auditors

Cleaver Black were re-elected as the Union’s auditors on the proposal of D Johnston seconded by R Johnson.
9.  Proposed alterations to General and Competition Rules

Serial 1.  To permit an appeal where a ruling may be correct on its face but where a club wants to challenge the information on which the ruling was made.  Proposed by CSNI CC – Passed.

Serial 2.  To ensure that the minimum standards of fair decision making are met.  Proposed by CSNI CC - Passed.

Serial 3.  To reflect the new Cricket Ireland procedure for inter-union transfers.  Proposed by Management Board – Passed.

Serial 4.  To confine participation in the Challenge Cup to the 20 teams in the top two sections of the First Division.  Proposed by Cricket Development Directorate – Passed.

Serial 5.  To make one-innings finals in the Challenge and Junior Cups permanent.  Proposed by Management Board – Passed.

Serial 6.  To end the use of the Duckworth / Lewis method in the Challenge Cup and revert to the continuation arrangements applying to the other cup competitions.  Proposed by Waringstown CC – Passed.

Serial 7.  To confirm that a bowl-out is to be used where a re-arranged Challenge Cup match is too badly curtained by weather to produce a result using the Duckworth / Lewis method.  Proposed by Competitions Directorate – Passed.

Serial 8.  To bring the other cup competitions into line with the Challenge Cup by allowing weather – affected matches to be reduced to a minimum of 20 overs a side.  Proposed by Competitions Directorate – Carried.

Serial 9.  To restructure the First and Second Divisions from the 2011 season with all sections being of eight teams (apart from the last section of each Division).  Proposed by Cricket Development Directorate – Lost.
Serial 10.  From the 2011 season to reduce the length of all matches in the Second Division below the top section to 40 overs a side.  Proposed by Cricket Development Directorate – Withdrawn.

Serial 11.  From the 2011 season revert to one-up, one-down promotion, except that two teams would be promoted and relegated between the bottom two Sections of the First Division.  Proposed by Cricket Development Directorate – Withdrawn.

Serial 12.  To extend the First Division Sections I and II Regulations to all 50 - over leagues but with the use of Duckworth / Lewis confined to First Division Sections I and II.  Proposed by Competitions Directorate – Passed.
Serial 13.  To authorise the Management Board to arrange the way in which the Competitions Rules are set out.  Proposed by Management Board – Passed.

Serial 14.  To clarify the starting time for a Match 2.  Proposed by Cricket Development Directorate – Passed.

Serial 15.  To allow a weather-affected 20 - over Match 2 to be reduced to a minimum of 5 overs a side (with Duckworth / Lewis being used were necessary).  Proposed by Cricket Development Directorate – Passed.
